a) For you or your florist to gain access to the church, please make an appointment with our Verger Miss Doreen Garrick 0428 888 133 
Florists are not to use candles in their arrangements, nor aisle pedestals as they are unstable and block people’s views. 

All varieties of large scented trumpet - like lilies are not permitted for the front of the church as they cause too many allergic reactions including creating problems for singers and speakers. These lilies will be allowed for areas around the entrance but only if the stamens are cut out, as they can cause problems with the brown stamens falling on /rubbing on clothes.
b) It is the responsibility of those getting married to make all necessary arrangements                                         with the organist, musicians, singers, florist, photographer/video person etc.
In relation to planning the music, the best thing to do is to call our Music Director to make an appointment to see him immediately following the completion of our 10 a.m. Sunday Morning Service – Mr. Jassen Rose 0410 460 884 or email jassenrose@hotmail.com

c) Words of hymns should NOT be sourced from the internet, but from All Saints’ hymn books

d) Two bible readings should be included and should NOT be sourced from the internet, but from the bible. 

e) The draft Order of Service must be emailed to the Minister for his approval BEFORE printing; david_west81@hotmail.com
f) Photographers and Video persons are not permitted to use lights to aid their work during the service. Additionally, they are not permitted to walk in front of the bride as she enters the church and continues down the aisle, nor are they permitted to stand in the way (i.e the line of sight) of the congregation at any time during the service.

You are asked to ensure that your Photographer(s)/ Video person(s) understand these guide lines.

g) Where it is expected that more than 250 persons will be present, arrangements for Porta-Loos must be discussed with the Minister.

h) NO parking is available on church grounds except for the official bridal cars and a maximum of 5 other vehicles for the frail/disabled. You are advised to have someone at the front gate with a list of those allowed access, to avoid the property being grid-locked and thus denying the bride access.

The church has a disabled entry/exit at the rear but you should advise the Minister and Verger if such access is needed on the day, as this door is normally locked.

Toilets for your guests are available in the Parish Hall at the rear of the property and or by 

Porta-Loos. See note above.
i) Special arrangements- it is important that couples booking at All Saints’ realise that the wedding offered is not only dignified and beautiful but Christian within the Anglican tradition.

Therefore, any suggestions or special arrangements or any ideas that you want to bring to the ceremony MUST be discussed well before the date i.e. months before the rehearsal.
We will not allow last minute ideas or alterations to standard practice.

Finally, please be aware that it is our expectation that the church be vacated within 15 Minutes of the ceremony concluding and that all guests vacate the property with 30 minutes of the ceremony concluding. Any variations to this must be negotiated well in advance with Minister David West; additional fees may apply.
